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Ps 63:1-4 is a great model of prayer and praise. We can pray this way: Oh God You are my God, I will look to you first. I want to feel Your presence, My spirit wants to know you. I feel so empty without you.  I look for you at church to see your power and glory because your lovingkindness is better than anything in life. I will say good things about you. I will lift my hands and praise you. I will get the answer to my prayer and I will be joyful.
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Praising God is how we get God to visit us Ps 100:4. We thank Him  for all He has done for us.   We praise by being thankful to Him because He is always GOOD. We praise God by saying what the Bible says about Him. When we praise He will always come to hear what you are saying about Him.
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We can praise God by calling Him by some of His Names. We could say something like,”Father God I just praise you right now because you are My Lord God Almighty your are the Most High God My Lord and Master. You are My Lord. Here are some more Hebrew names for God. (Lord God Almighty) El Shaddai,   (The Most High God) El Elyon   (Lord, Master) Adonai,  (Lord, Jehovah) Yahweh  
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Here are some more Hebrew names of God that show us how Good He is. You can praise Him by telling Him His names. (The Lord My Banner) Jehovah Nissi, The Lord My Shepherd) Jehovah-Raah, (The Lord That Heals) Jehovah Rapha,  (The Lord Is There) Jehovah Shammah,  (The Lord Our Righteousness) Jehovah Tsidkenu, (The Everlasting God)   (The Lord Will Provide) Jehovah Jireh,   (The Lord Is Peace) Jehovah Shalom

Your could praise like this, “Father God you are my Jehovah Jireh my provider You provide everything I need. I thank you for providing my ______ that I need. You are my Lord the Most High God.
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We show our praise and worship by shouting 

(Ps 35:27) or by bowing down or kneel in expecting attitude. We also praise God by telling others all the wonderful things He has done for us.
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We can praise God by dancing or with an instruments. Ps 150, Ps 57:8, Ps 22:3 When we sing to God or about God we are praising Him. 

2 Ch 20:22 When we  sing out of our spirit, instead of a written song we are praising God. Singing is very important to God.
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When we lift our hands we are praising God. The Bible tells us to lift our hands to God when we are praising Him. Ps 141:2, 1 Tim 2:8, Ps 134:2
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When we sing or say  the word we can be praising God. Col 3:16

We can praise in tongues or in your Heavenly language Eph 5:19 
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Here are 7 words from the Bible that show us how to praise.

Yadah, extending your hands, Towdah extend hands in thanksgiving, Halal to shine, boast, celebrate, to be foolish, Shabach to shout loudly Ps 35:27,Barak to Kneel to bless God, to bow down in an expecting attitude, Zamar rejoicing, instrument, Tehillah to sing praises Ps 22:3 He inhabits  this praise
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We are to always praise at all times, because God has an good answer for us. Heb 13:15
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Praising God gives you strength and stops the enemy Mat 21:16, Ps 8:2
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God comes and visit us when we praise Ps 22:3
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God brings the answer to all our problems when we praise.  Ps 50:14-15,23 we makes  the Lord look good when we praise.
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Praise brings you into Gods will 1 The 5:17-18
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When we praise with our whole heart our enemies will be turned away by Gods presence

 Ps 9:1-4
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Our job is to praise the Lord. 1 Pet 2:9
