He does
not give anyone sickness, or cause accidents, or
hurt us in anyway. The dewabmes to Kill, steal
and destroy (John 10:)0 Everything that kills,
steals or destroys is from the devidvery good

gift and every perfect gift comes... from the
Father. (James 1:17)

(Hos 4:6) My people die for lack of knowledge

So let’s get into the word and see what we can
do to change this situation.

God'’s original plan was and is to create man to
have dominion over the earth, to rule, subdue
and have authority or the earth

Then saith he unto
his disciples, The harvest truly is plenteous, but
the labourers are fewPray ye therefore the

Lord of the harvest, that he will send forth

labourers into his harvest?

Laborers are people who tell others of Jesus and
the harvest are people who don’t yet know Jesus,
but they hear the word and see signs and
wonders. So they believe on Jesus.



Jesus witnessed by meeting the peoples needs.

Jesus knew that people wouldn’t believe He was
sent of God unless they saw signs and wonders.
People are still the same today. They won't
believe God cares about them unless they see
signs and wonders in their life.

(Act 10:38) How God anointed Jesus of
Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and with power:
who went about doing good, and healing all that

39: And we are witnesses of all things
which he didboth in the land of the Jews, and in
Jerusalem; whom they slew and hanged on a
tree: 40: Him God raised up the third day, and
shewed him openly;

We are the Sons of God and we have the same
purpose, to destroy the works of the devil. We
also have the same power, the Holy Ghost in us,
doing the same thing through us as He did in
Jesus.

Signs, wonders and miracles are a witness that
HE is alive.

15: Insomuch that they
brought forth the sick into the streets, and laid
them on beds and couches, that at the least the
shadow of Peter passing by might overshadow
some of them. 1@:here came also a multitude
out of the cities round about unto Jerusalem
bringing sick folks, and them which were vexed
with unclean spirits: and they were healed every
one.

There is no sickness or disease that He didn’t
heal

(Matt 9:35) And Jesus went about all the cities

Peter went looking for sick people to heal, and
when they got healed the whole city turned to
church to see Jesus

aprons, and the diseases departed from them,
and the evil spirits went out of them.
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Jesus can do special miracles by the hands of
